1. Do I still have to submit a pre-approval request if | am not compensated?
- Even if you do not receive compensation, submitting a pre-approval request may
still be required.
2. I've been offered the opportunity to work at another company. Do I need to submit a pre-
approval request?
- Absolutely! All external activities are subject to review to identify any potential
or perceived conflicts of commitment and interest.
